Additionally, one (1) individual (from all candidates) who is deemed as
submitting the best essay (see full details below) will receive an additional $500.00 for a total of $1,000.00
scholarship. Scholarships will be limited to one per year per award winner. The eligible individuals will be
judged on the basis of scholastic achievement, community service, school and non-school activities and
their answers to the questions on the application form. The judging will be done impartially without basis
of religion, race, gender or age.
